“When Judas slips out into the night, leaving Christ alone with the faithful Eleven, it is to them that Jesus gives His “new Commandment” to love one another “as I have loved you”; encourages them with the promise that He will return after preparing a place for them; and reminds that He Himself is the only way any can approach God the Father.  Then, for the first time, Jesus begins to explain how believers will be able to continue a personal relationship with Him after His resurrection.  This possibility exists because Jesus will send the Holy Spirit to take up residence in the believer.  Through the Spirit, the believer who loves Jesus and obeys His teaching will actually experience Christ’s presence and know a peace that only Jesus can give.”
