   Two kinds of SHEPHERDS – True and False  v. 1-5
Thieves and robbers do not enter gate of sheep pen.


The shepherd enters by the gate


He calls his own sheep by name, leads them out


The sheep listen to his voice, follow him.


The sheep never follow a stranger
   Do they understand? v.6
   The TRUE SHEPHERD  v.7-18

I AM THE GATE for the sheep


Whoever enters in will be saved, go in & out, find pasture.


I have come that they might have life – abundantly.


   Whoever came before me – thieves and robbers


   Thief – steal and kill and destroy

I AM THE GOOD SHEPHERD 


I lay down my life for the sheep.


   Hired hand is not the shepherd


   Sees wolf, abandons sheep, runs away


I AM THE GOOD SHEPHERD


I know my sheep, sheep know Me.


As Father knows Me, I know the Father.


I lay down my life for the sheep


Other sheep I must bring also – one flock, one shepherd


I lay down my life, to take it up again.
